2.  Sutter County Budget – A motion was made by Jan Quisenberry and seconded by Danielle Coleman, motion was passed by majority vote to approve Sutter County’s Budget for 2006/2007.

4. Yuba County Budget – A motion was made by Russ Rossiter and seconded by Dianna Taylor, motion was passed by majority vote to approve Yuba County Budget’s for 2006/2007.

A motion was made by Jan Quisenberry and seconded by Marlene High to develop a committee to address concerns of 4-H families (such as deaths, births, illnesses, etc.) consisting of two people from Sutter county & two from Yuba county; motion was passed by majority vote. A motion was made by Debbie Tarke and seconded by Nancy Perkins to have all Fashion Revue expenses/profit handled by Yuba County, including having all monies deposited into Yuba County Council’s treasury; motion was passed by majority vote.
